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e Make copies of the AP scores and any college transcript if applicable and bring them
to orientation. Proof of scores may be required for enrollment in certain courses.

e Purchase the 2007-2008 UCI General Catalogue that is available at the UCI
Bookstore. Read the section pertaining to the School of Social Sciences. Bring it to
your advising session for reference.

5. PAY FEES: All student billing access must be via the e-billing system at
https://sbs.adcom.uci.edu/ZotAccount/. Fees must be received by the Cashier’s office by
September 21** at 4:30pm to maintain your enroliment. If you miss the deadline, you will
be dropped from all your classes.
