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aSpecialization in International Issues and Economics

Students in any of the three Economics majors may complete the specialization in “International Issues and
Economics.” Admission to the specialization requires advance approval by the Economics Department. Students
interested in pursuing the specialization must complete an application available from the Department office (SSPB
3229) after the completion of Econ 20A-B. The application must be filed NO LATER than the end of junior year.

aHonors Program in Economics

Students in any of the three Economics majors may complete the Honors Program in Economics. Students in the
Honors Program must complete the two-quarter Economics Honors Colloquium (Economics H190A-190BW, which
satisfies the upper-division writing requirement) and an honors thesis.

Students who wish to enroll in the honors program in economics must have an advisor for their senior thesis. The
advisor must be a professor, instructor, or faculty affiliated with the economics department. It is your responsibility
to find a topic and an advisor. We encourage you to visit the faculty during their office hours, talk to them about
your research interests, and build an educational relationship with them.

Admission Requirements:

e 3.4 GPA or better in upper-division Economics courses and an overall GPA of 3.2 or better

e Econ 100A-B-C and 123A-123B or 122A-122B completed by spring quarter of junior year

e Undergraduates seeking admission to the program must apply NO LATER than the spring quarter of their
junior year.
